PASSOVER IN JERUSALEM  (part 3)

A New Commandment

Introduction:

I.  ATTENTION TO THE GLORY OF GOD  (13:31-32)

A.  The Darkness Falls  (vs. 31a)

“when he had gone out”

B.  And the Son Rises  (vs. 31b-32)

“Now is the Son of Man glorified, and God is glorified in Him”

“if God is glorified in Him, God will also glorify Him in Himself”

“and will glorify Him immediately”

II.  AFFECTION FOR THE PEOPLE OF GOD  (13:33-35)

A.  Getting Along Without Him  (vs. 33)

“Little children, I am with you a little while longer.”

“You will seek Me”

“as I said to the Jews, now I also say to you, ‘Where I am going, you cannot come.’ ”

B.  Getting Along With Each Other  (vs. 34)

“A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another”

“even as I have loved you, that you also love one another.”
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C.  Getting On in the World  (vs. 35)

“By this all men will know that you are My disciples,”

“if you have love for one another.”

III.  ALLEGIANCE TO THE SON OF GOD  (13:36-38

A.  Peter’s Primacy  (vs. 36)

“Simon Peter said to Him, ‘Lord, where are You going?’ ”

“Where I go, you cannot follow Me now; but you will follow later.”

B.  Peter’s Presumption  (vs. 37)

“Lord, why can I not follow You right now?”

“I will lay down my life for You.”

C.  Peter’s Plunge  (vs. 38)

“Will you lay down your life for Me?”

“Truly, truly, I say to you, a rooster will not crow until you deny Me three times.”
