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C. The Promise for Believers (vs. 13)

“but as for you, go your way to the end” ‘What illl be the need of these forty-five days? It may be the time
necessary for serring up the governmental machinery for carrying on
the rold of Christ. The true and full border of Israel (from the River of
Egypt to the Euphrates, Genesis 15:18) will have to be established, and
appointments made fof those aiding in the government. A period of
forty-five days would seem to be reasonable in which to accomplish
these matters.”

Conclusion:
