SOME FINAL LESSONS FROM THE GOPSEL OF JOHN
INTRODUCTION 
We have been studying the Gospel of John since the Fall of 2024. Since then, we have read several amazing stories such as The Woman at the Well and The Feeding of the 5,000. We have also heard some amazing sermons from Jesus such as the Upper Room Discourse and His message at the Feast of Booths. However, all good things must come to an end. Now it is time for us to wrap up this series which is what we are going to do this morning by looking at “3 Final Lessons from the Gospel of John.”






1). Salvation Comes through Faith in Christ Alone (20:30-31).
John 20:30-31 says, “Therefore many other signs Jesus also performed in the presence of the disciples, which are not written in this book; but these have been written so that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing you may have life in His name.”
Discussion Question A: Describe this passage in your own words.
Discussion Question B: Now describe why John put it here at the end of his Gospel. Does John want us to read this book like we would read an ordinary document? What should we do instead?








2). Salvation Changes Us (13:1-23).
John 13:23 says, “There was reclining on Jesus’ bosom one of His disciples, whom Jesus loved.”
Discussion Question A: Who was the “the disciple whom Jesus loved?” 
Discussion Question B: How does that show us the manner in which the author of this Gospel changed? (See the story of the time when James and John tried to reign down fire on some Samaritans in Luke 9:51-56). Is there any way to explain John’s transformed life other than his faith in Christ?













3). Salvation is Exclusive (14:6).
John 14:6 says, “Jesus said to him, ‘I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father but through Me.’”
Discussion Question A: How does this verse and the other “I AM” statements in the Gospel of John demonstrate our need to be exclusive as we approach the subject of religion?
Discussion Question B: How do they make Jesus different from all the other religious leaders in the world? Did Muhammed or Buddha ever say that “I am the way, and the truth, and the life?” Why not?
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
